FTGS Field Preparation Rules

Rule #1

All people participating in Franklin Township Girls Softball (managers, coaches, and parents) are responsible for making sure that the diamonds are properly lined prior to the scheduled start time of the game.

Rule #2

No team shall warm up or practice until the preparation of the fields is in progress.  In other words, Team A (manager, coaches, and parents) should not be warming up their team while Team B is stuck with preparing the field.  Representatives from BOTH teams should share the responsibilities.

Rule #3

Failure to have the fields prepared by the scheduled start time of the game will impact the length of the game.  The umpire will start the “clock” at the scheduled start time.  It is in the best interest of both teams to have the fields lined by the scheduled start time.

Rule #4

Teams that continue to disregard rules 1-3 may have to forfeit a game.  The FTGS board will decide all forfeitures.

Rule #5

In the event of bad weather, representatives from BOTH teams should share the responsibilities of making the fields playable.  See rule #2.

Note:

Inclement weather may push back the scheduled start time of the game, but once the fields are deemed playable the field preparation rules take affect.
